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T O W I N G  &  R V  S A F E T Y 

There’s nothing more exciting than planning your next Recreational 
Vehicle (RV) road trip. Put simply, a well-executed RV holiday comes 
down to getting the nuts and bolts right.  

Unlike jumping on a plane, towing your RV comes with more 
responsibility, and you are a critical member in the logistical team.  
Your first step is to review the current towing resources, regardless  
of if it’s your first time towing, or you have experience towing.

National Recreational Vehicle Towing Guide
Wrapping your head around legal requirements, vehicle dimensions, 
towing parts, weights, braking systems, tyres, and the plethora of 
towing jargon can first feel overwhelming. 

Towing a caravan requires knowledge about the 
loaded mass of your trailer, caravan sway and how  
to safely load your trailer. Weight limits can’t be 
exceeded and you need knowledge of weight 
distribution hitches and more.

The Caravan and Camping Industries Association  
of SA can provide you with a hard copy of the  
guide. Contact details are on their website  
caravanandcampingsa.com.au.

Some brief towing definitions and topics are touched on in this article 
but don’t forget to seriously soak up the extensive, free information 
offered to you in the national towing guide.

National

D E F I N I T I O N S 
 
GVM (Gross Vehicle Mass) 
The GVM is the maximum allowable total mass of a fully 
loaded motor vehicle. This is the tare mass (mass of the 
vehicle) plus the load (including passengers). And includes 
any load or weight applied to the vehicle’s towbar. 

GCM (Gross Combination Mass)
GCM is the rating provided by the tow vehicle 
manufacturer. The maximum laden mass of the vehicle 
combination (tow vehicle and caravan) is not permitted  
to exceed the GCM rating. Be aware, even if the tow 
vehicle and trailer individually are in their maximum  
rating, combined they may not be in the GCM rating  
of tow vehicle. 

ATM (Aggregate Trailer Mass)
The total permissible weight of a trailer, which includes the 
weight supported by the tow vehicle (tow ball mass) and 
what you add as payload (e.g. water, gas, equipment and 
luggage). The ATM is specified by the trailer manufacturer 
and must not be exceeded. 

GTM (Gross Trailer Mass)
The total permissible mass that can be supported by  
the wheels/tyres of the RV. This includes what you add  
as payload (e.g. water, gas, equipment and luggage), but 
does not include the weight supported by the tow vehicle 
(tow ball mass). 

Tare Mass
The total weight of the RV (load on tyres plus coupling 
mass) with all options and fittings as supplied by the 
manufacturer, with empty water tanks, gas bottles, 
excluding fluids not essential for operation on public  
roads, and without luggage or personal effects. 

Tow Ball/ Coupling Mass
The weight imposed on the tow vehicle’s towbar by the 
coupling. The tow ball coupling mass specified on a trailer’s 
Vehicle (VIN) Plate will be an actual weight recorded with 
the trailer at tare mass. The tow ball coupling mass will vary 
depending on the loading of the trailer. 

Payload
The allowable load carrying capacity or ‘payload’ is worked 
out by deducting the ‘Tare Mass’ from the ‘ATM’. It must not 
be exceeded under any circumstances. Safety, insurance, 
and warranty may be affected if the specified payload is 
exceeded.

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Weight and loading
Your towing weight needs to be in the forefront of  
your mind. Watch the video to help you understand 
weight. 

Knowing how to sensibly load your trailer is crucial  
for optimal stability and to avoid caravan sway.  
Packing light can be a challenge when going away. 
The diagram below depicts ‘sensible loading.’ 

Heavier loads mean ensuring your tyres can stand the distance and 
knowing your braking system can safely support you is crucial.

According to the Australian Design Rules, all trailers over 750kg GTM 
(irrespective of the towing capacity or unladen mass of the tow vehicle) 
must have an effective brake system fitted. Refer to the national towing 
guide for more detail.

Lastly, seek support from your RV manufacturer and/or from where you 
purchased your RV from. When travelling with your RV, keeping you 
and others safe is the most important priority.  

Legal requirements 
A fine would quickly dampen holiday excitement and worse,  
an accident would be devastating. The harsh reality is towing  
vehicle accidents can have fatal consequences.

In addition to the national towing guide, 
SAPOL’s Road Safety Unit have towing and  
road safety resources that can be found here. 

Towing requirements are legislated and policed at 
state levels. It's in your best interest to contact the 
state transport authority you are travelling through  
or to, prior to leaving, for further information about 
towing legislation.  

Towing speed limits differ from state to state, learning about these 
speed limits ahead of time is advised. 

Check recommended speed limits against your manufacturer’s  
vehicle handbook as reduced limits can be stated. 

Think about safety more broadly. This includes  
the security of the property you are travelling  
with, and the property you leave behind. 

Consider weather conditions, especially during 
bushfire season, and know what to do in the event  
of an emergency before you head off. View SAPOL’s 
Caravan and Recreational Vehicle Security booklet.

A partnership between the South Australian Government and  
RAA will soon see the building of South Australia’s first state-wide 
electric vehicle (EV) charging network, with more than 530 
charging points to be installed across the whole state by early 
2024. 

Spanning highways, regional centres, suburbs and the CBD, the 
electric vehicle charging network will make it easier to own and 
drive an EV in South Australia. More than three quarters of the 
new charging sites will be in regional SA, meaning EV owners will 
be able to travel greater distances across the state and through 
regional SA.

The project has begun and the network is expected to be fully 
functional by 2024. The planned charging sites will be well within 
range for a typical EV, with 98% of charging sites less than 200km 
apart.

Some caravan parks will soon have dedicated EV charging 
stations so you can charge your EV while staying at our amazing 
locations across SA. The next Caravan & Camping Guide will list  
all parks with dedicated EV Charging. In the meantime, we 
suggest you regularly check the SA Parks website to see which 
parks already have EV charging stations, this info will be 
continually updated over the coming year.

Mobile signal boosters

Four ways to stay 
connected on your 
adventures

When you're out travelling the country, a new suspension 
or the latest fridge for your caravan might make you 
comfortable, but they won't save your life! Australia can 
be unpredictable, but prioritising communications can make 
all the difference in a sticky situation. Read on for some of 
the many options available to help you stay connected.

If you're travelling outside 
of mobile coverage, satellite 
communication is a necessity. 
You don't have to drive far out 
of the city to lose signal, and 
satellite communication can 
keep you in touch with friends, 
family and emergency services 
virtually anywhere on the 
planet. Pictured is the Thuraya 
Hotspot, which allows you to 
connect your mobile phone to 
the satellite network. Other 
options include satellite 
phones and communicators.

A GPS is an invaluable device 
for those travelling to unfamiliar 
areas. A GPS preloaded with 
topographic maps, such as the 
Garmin Overlander (pictured) 
can help you find your way, even 
when outside of mobile coverage. 
Many GPS' also offer spoken 
directions and voice activation, 
keeping your hands and eyes 
on the road. If you're on foot, 
a handheld GPS is a lightweight 
option. Some even offer inbuilt 
satellite messaging and SOS 
signalling.

UHF CB Radios are the most 
basic starting point for travellers 
on Australia's roads. A UHF is 
essential safety equipment, 
just like your spare tyre. These 
devices allow you to contact 
other road users, as well as 
emergency services. A UHF in 
your car means you are easily 
contactable and in the know 
about situations unfolding 
around you on the road. 

A mobile phone signal booster 
is a must for your vehicle. 
These boosters can be installed 
into all types of vehicles to 
dramatically improve voice quality 
and increase data speeds on 4G 
and 5G networks. The Cel-Fi Go 
(pictured) is the only one of its 
kind approved for use in Australia.

Come and play outdoors. Whether it’s paddling or water skiing, cycling 
or walking, racing cars or four wheel driving… this region has it all. 

Famous for iconic houseboat holidays and paddle steamer history,  
but there’s more on offer. The waterways begin in the lower Murray 
near Swan Reach. This stretch boasts some of the River’s widest 
expanses and most spectacular ochre cliff faces. From here follow  
the Mighty Murray Way towards Mannum and Murray Bridge. 

With large riverfront recreation areas and restaurants, these towns are 
perfect for soaking up river life. Float south towards the Lower Lakes, 
Murray Mouth and Coorong – one of the most unique environments in 

the world – made famous again by the 2019 film remake of Storm Boy.

Along the way, you’ll go through Tailem Bend, now firmly on the  
map thanks to The Bend Motorsport Park. Further south, you’ll start 
catching glimpses of Lakes Albert and Alexandrina, as they begin  
to open up to the Coorong National Park. 

The laid-back town of Meningie, set right on Lake Albert, is known  
for spectacular sunsets and fresh seafood. 

On the other side of the Coorong, you can travel through Lake 
Alexandrina towns (such as Milang and Langhorne Creek) on your  
way to Goolwa, which is where the River Murray meets the sea.
